Alien Resident Card (ARC) Application 
Work Processes Explanation 

 If entering Taiwan on a RESIDENT VISA (or those who have obtained a 

Resident Visa in Taiwan after a change of visa): 

 

You are required to apply for an ALIEN RESIDENT CERTIFICATE (ARC) and 

RE-ENTRY PERMIT at the local office of Ministry of Interior National 

Immigration Agency within 15 days of your arrival.  

 

Requirements of applying for an Alien Resident Certificate (ARC) and 

Re-Entry Permit:  

1. Completed application form 

2. Passport valid for at least 6 months (original and one photocopy) 

3. One 4.5 by 3.5 inch head & shoulder color photo in with a white 

background (taken within the last six months) 

4. Original student ID and one photocopy  

5. Certificate of enrollment  

6. Residence Certificate in Taiwan (Housing contract in Taiwan) 

7. Application fee: NT$1,000 (Need to be extended each year.) 

8. Other supporting documents (may also be requested by the local office 

of Ministry of Interior National Immigration Agency) For example, official 

certificates/documents for MOFA scholarship holders or ICDF scholarship 

recipients 

Application must be submitted within 15 days of arrival in 
Taiwan to the local office of Ministry of Interior National
